( Keep a journal

( Write your own personal history

( Write personal histories for our ancestors, particularly those who belong to the first four generations of our pedigree

( Make certain that all living family members have the opportunity to receive the ordinances of the temple

( Compile our books of remembrance, including the submission of the names of our ancestors for at least the first four generations, and to have the temple ordinances performed in their behalf.

( Through family organizations, every family in the Church should become actively involved in missionary work, family preparedness, [family history] and temple work, teaching the gospel, and cultural and social activities.

( Original research beyond the four-generation level will be accepted but will no longer be required of individual members or families in the Church. Instead, the Church has assumed the responsibility to begin a massive record-gathering and extraction program in order to prepare names for temple work.
